Pull Students in with the Tide

A STEM Read lesson based on
The Toy and the Tide Pool by Gillian King-Cargille

Overview

Get students excited about the concepts in The Toy and the Tide Pool by creating a
collaborative collage of creatures that might be found in a tide pool. Make an artful
display on a bulletin board or another large space in your classroom by using different
materials to construct a massive tide pool. Use this to facilitate a discussion.

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Objectives

At the conclusion of the lesson, students will know or be able to

1 Describe a tide pool and the creatures that live there.

1 Compare and contrast the creatures that live in a tide pool to those that live in the
ocean.

1 Collaboratively design and create a tide pool collage or three-dimensional model.

Key Terms

Tide pool - a pool of salt water that is left behind when the tide goes out and in which
small sea animals are often found.

Collage - a work of art made by gluing pieces of different materials to a flat surface.

Model - a small copy of something.

Materials

1 The Toy and the Tide Pool by Gillian King 1 Drawing paper
-Cargile 1 Optional materials for a three-

f Magazines depicting sea life dimensional model: small baby pool,

1 Photos depicting sea life wire, mesh, fabric, construction paper,

1 Glue newspaper, pipe cleaners, craft sticks,

1 Coloring utensils clay, etc.

1 Masking and/or duct tape

Procedure

1. Before the lesson, either transform a bulletin board or wall into a tide pool, or make a
three-dimensional model of a tide pool.

2. Read The Toy and the Tide Pool. Discuss what a tide pool is and what Bear and
Princess Shelleena observed in one.

3. Watch a video about tide pools such as:

4. Discuss the creatures observed in the videos. Discuss reasons why some creatures
would not be able to live in a tide pool. Create a T-chart, Sea Creatures That Can Live
in a Tide Pool/Sea Creatures That Cannot Live in a Tide Pool. Have students generate
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a list of animals for the chart. Be certain that students state a reason for placing an
animal in to the category they have selected.

5. Tell students they will be creating their own class tide pool. This can either be a
collage or a three dimensional model. Students can cut out pictures from magazines
and photos or draw their own sea creatures for the collage. For the three dimensional
model, they can create creatures using items from the materials list.

6. Glue or tape all sea creatures to the tide pool.

7. Have a discussion to determine if the creatures in the tide pool have everything they
need to survive. For example, is there food in the tide pool for all of the creatures? If
not, add food items. Discuss how the food gets replenished in the tide pool.

8. As a class, create name labels for all of the creatures that are in the tide pool.
